The goal of the Connecting Communities Workshop is to 
bring together participants from a variety of agencies, 
departments, and organizations to foster dialogue, progress 
planning efforts, review past experiences, analyze best 
practices, and identify assets and resources to improve overall 
interoperability and response during an incident. Based on the 
framework of the National Incident Management System (NIMS) and 
the four phases of the Emergency Management Process, the 
Connecting Communities Workshops combine instructor-lead 
presentations with interactive exercises and small-group 
activities to help participants assess the strengths and 
weaknesses in their existing plans and identify steps to 
improve the community’s or region’s preparedness.
