  I.
PURPOSE

This Standard Operating Procedure (SOP) was prepared to establish responsibilities and to specify operational procedures for the Geauga County Transit (GCT) in the event of an emergency at the Perry Nuclear Power Plant (PNPP).

 II.
CONCEPT OF OPERATIONS


A.
Geauga County Transit (GCT) may be notified of a SITE AREA EMERGENCY, GENERAL EMERGENCY, and at each protective action recommendation stage by the Geauga County Emergency Op​erations Center (EOC).


B.
Geauga County Transit (GCT) will provide transportation resources to the Transportation Staging Area (TSA) located at St. Patrick's Church, 16550 Rock Creek Rd., (Rt-166), Thompson, Ohio.  At SITE AREA EMERGENCY, the Transportation Staging Area may activate and GCT vehicles would assemble at the Geauga County Transit Garage, 12555 Merritt Road, Claridon, Ohio.  At GENERAL EMERGENCY, GCT vehicles would be sent to the Transportation Staging Area (TSA) to provide transportation for evacuees with special needs, (i.e., handicapped, nursing or group home residents), if needed.


C.
The Transportation Officer (County Engineer) located in the EOC is responsible for the coordination of transportation resources in Geauga County.  This includes directing buses and GCT vehicles to the Transportation Staging Area (TSA) oper​ated by the Thompson Fire Department.  The Fire/EMS Officer located in the EOC is responsible for ambulance transporta​tion resources.


D.
The Director of GCT will monitor the dosimeter readings of all GCT personnel.  The Director will keep all GCT personnel updated on the status of the emergency and protective actions recommended.


E.
The Geauga County Department of Emergency Services (DES) Director is responsible for maintenance of this SOP, including the annual review, revision (as necessary), and distribution of changes.  In support of the annual review of this SOP, the Director of Geauga County Transit is responsible for reviewing, providing agency information updates, such as phone numbers, and forwarding recommended SOP revisions to the Geauga County DES Director.
